َ ِ ُ ّ َ   those are the four taskheel letters let me break them down

َ  this superscript over a letter is called fatha and it extends the letter. For example solution حَل (hal)
ِ  this supscript is called kasra and it goes under the letter and it breaks the letter it makes it sound as if there is a yih while there isn’t for example from: (men) مِنَ 

ُ  the damma it makes a sound like the letter woow and it is a superscript حَجَرُ  (hagar = stones)

ّ  the superscript shadda it press on the letter more (think of the letter as being BOLD) لاِنَّهاَ (for it is la-anaha)
As you can see the shadda is the only script that you can have other script on top of it or a kasra under the same letter and that would make you bold that letter with respect to the other scripts.  If the shadda was the only script then just bold the letter normally

Because of tashkeel that is why the same word could be pronounced in different ways thus meaning different things
